
Asian-Pacific American Heritage Month 

 May is National Asian-Pacific American Heritage Month!  National Asian-Pacific American Heritage Month began 

as Asian-Pacific American Heritage Week originally proposed in 1977 by Reps. Frank Horton of New York and Norman 

Mineta of California to the House.  A month later, a bill was also proposed in the Senate designating the first ten days of 

May to celebrate the contributions of Asian-Pacific Americans; both bills passed.  Jimmy Carter signed the bill into law in 

1978.  In 1990, George H. W. Bush signed an extension, and in 1992, May was officially declared National Asian-Pacific 

American Heritage Month. 

 Why choose May?  According to the Government website on Asian-Pacific American Heritage Month, May was 

chosen to commemorate the first Japanese immigrants who entered the country May 7, 1843.  It is also said that May is 

chosen to commemorate the completion of the transcontinental railroad on May 10, 1869.  That railroad was laid mostly 

by Chinese immigrants for little to no pay in extremely hazardous conditions.

 Established by the Academy of American Poets in April of 1996, National Poetry Month (NaPoMo) is just as it 

sounds: a month-long celebration of poetry.  The idea is to get people interested in poetry, engaging with the art of

written and available for perusal and study.  Upon its original conception, the Academy of American Poets consulted 

government, educators, librarians, publishers, poets, sponsors and other arts organizations to decide which month 

ŎƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ǎŜǘ ŀǎƛŘŜ ǘƻ ŎŜƭŜōǊŀǘŜ ǇƻŜǘǊȅ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǿŀȅ ƻŦ ²ƻƳŜƴΩǎ ƻǊ !ŦǊƛŎŀƴ-American History Months.  They decided April 

was the month and since then has enjoyed the exaltation of poets and their artistic form. 

Quoted directly from the Academy of American Poets website (http://www.poets.org/page.php/prmID/41), the goals 

of National Poetry Month are to:  

(1) Highlight the extraordinary legacy and ongoing achievement of American poets;  

(2) Introduce more Americans to the pleasures of reading poetry;  

(3) Bring poets and poetry to the public in immediate and innovative ways;  

(4) Make poetry a more important art of the school curriculum;  

(5) Increase the attention paid to poetry by national and local media;  

(6) Encourage increased publication, distribution, and sales of poetry books;  

(7) Increase public and private philanthropic support for poets and poetry

 In an effort to stay consistent by presenting you the different awareness 

months throughout the year, the Office of Intercultural Life 

is now proud to educate you regarding National Foster Care 

Month. 

 Every month of May, Americans celebrate National 

Foster Care Month by providing a chance to acknowledge 

and honor those experiences of more than 400,000 children 

and youth in the foster care system. The effort strives to 

raise awareness about the vital needs of such young people and as a result, 

convince society to get involved.  Those that are involve, do it as foster or 

adoptive parents, volunteers, mentors, employers, etc. 

With the aid of committed individuals, numerous formerly abused or 

neglected children and/or teens are able to reunite securely with their parents, 

be cared for by relatives or be adopted by families who would love them. On one 

hand, it is important to understand that many children would not have to go into 

foster care at all if more states supplied services and support to help families 

manage their crises early on.  On the other hand, in the U.S., the total number of 

children in the foster care system has gone down over recent years, thanks to the 

restless advocates, child welfare professionals, elected officials and support 

groups around the country. 

According to the National Foster Care Month website, approximately 

30,000 youngsters depart the system without lifelong families. These young 

adults must therefore struggle without a solid support system; enter an economy 

whose recuperation is long and slow and find less and less support for crucial 

services such as housing.  The message this month is clear; all children deserve a 

safe and happy life. Youngsters in foster care, however, especially need nurturing 

adults to help them as their own families are in crisis and unable to care for 

them.  

 The specific campaign goals include: (1)Raising awareness about the 

magnitude of the issue and the urgent and sustaining needs of children and older 

youth in foster care and their families. (2) Issuing a national Call To Action that 

motivates, inspires and facilitates many more Americans to help change a 

lifetime for a young person in foster care. (3) Developing a positive framework for 

maintaining visibility and interest in the foster care issue to support the year-

round efforts of the National Foster Care Month partner organizations and other 

child welfare groups. (4) As we would expect, National Foster Care Month also 

provides an opportunity for acknowledging the hundreds of dedicated foster 

families and other caring individuals and organizations that already are 

supporting these young people.  The Office of Intercultural Life encourages you 

to visit the website, become educated, and strive to change the world!

 In additional to National Poetry Month, April 

is also STD Awareness Month, an annual observance 

to raise public awareness about the impact of 

sexually transmitted diseases (STDs) on the lives of 

Americans and the importance of preventing, testing 

for, and treating STDs. It is an opportunity to 

normalize routine STD testing and conversations 

about sexual health. 

 Since 2009, MTV, the Kaiser Family 

Foundation, Planned Parenthood Federation of America, the Centers for Disease 

Control and Prevention, and other partners have been supporting National STD 

Awareness Month with the GYT: Get Yourself Tested campaign to inform young 

people about STDs, encourage and normalize testing for STDs, and connect young 

people to testing centers.  

 Responding to the fact that one in two young people will get a sexually

promotes an open dialogue about STDs by encouraging young people to spread 

the word about the campaign.   

 Since 1997, the Kaiser Family Foundation and MTV have partnered on an 

extensive public information campaign to support young people in making 

responsible decisions about their sexual health. The campaign, titled LǘΩǎ ¸ƻǳǊ ό{ŜȄύ 

Life focuses on delaying and reducing sexual activity, talking openly about sexual 

health issues, using protection, and getting tested for HIV and other STDs. The 

partnership includes targeted public service ads, entertainment and other special 

programming, news segments, and free informational resources, including an 

extensive website: www.itsyoursexlife.com. It provides dynamic leadership that 

strengthens STD Programs by advocating for effective policies, strategies, and 

sufficient resources and by increasing awareness of the medical and social impact. 

 We hope the content on this article will assist your efforts to educate, 

motivate, and mobilize the Cornell College and greater Mt. Vernon community, in 

the prevention of STDs, not just in April, but year round. For more information on 

STDs, visit www.cdc.gov/std.

Other than that, I attended Tango lessons a couple times, and went to some soccer 

games, which is a huge sport in Argentina. 

 I spent a good amount of time with my host family. We did a few activities together: going to the park, soccer 

games or basically just hang around the house and talked. My host family was really nice and helpful. They always 

made sure that I knew where I was going and gave very detailed directions. They showed me lots of places and things

Sustained Dialogue 

 Another of the unique groups on campus is Sustained Dialogue (SD).  Like 

many groups, it had a rocky start, but since then it has grown in the roughly 36 

person organization it is today.  Apart from other organizations on campus, 

Sustained Dialogue has part of the national network since 2008 which provides a 

resource for individual chapters as well as connects them with other chapters at other schools. 

 In order to understand the significance of this group it is first necessary to understand the unique structure and 

purpose of Sustained Dialogue.  Campus chapters of SD sponsor dialogue groups composed of 8-12 student participants 

and two student co-moderators.  Moderators must apply at the beginning of the year and be selected to lead dialogue 

groups.  All moderators at all campuses are offered training from the Sustained Dialogue Campus Network (SDCN).  

Moderators are then assigned a co-moderator and a group of participants who also must apply to be a part of the 

group.  Once in a group they are asked to meet regularly until the end of the year, the sustained part of Sustained 

Dialogue. 

 The above process is a general idea of a process all campuses must go through, but there is a certain level of 

autonomy that comes with the chapters.  As such, Cornell differs in significant ways from the other schools in the 

network.  For example, the Executive Board and Moderator team are organized in a way unique to Cornell.  We have 

five Executive Board members: President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, and Head Moderator.  The Head 

Moderator acts as a liaison between the Executive Board and the Moderator Team. 

In the network, Cornell is known for its extensive moderator training period.  Before SDCN sends someone to train

then trained for another month before being introduced to their dialogue groups.  Training then continues throughout 

the year as a way to engender good relationships not only within co-moderator pairs but between moderator pairs.  

Moderators are expected learn from their experiences and the experiences of other moderators to build strong 

dialogue groups that eventually build to the last stage of the process which is taking action.

by examining the points of view surrounding divisive issues in a community.  It is not a discussion which is informal and

intends to put people of different backgrounds together in close intellectual and emotional proximity so that people 

with potentially opposing views have the opportunity to understand how others build their opinions and biases.  

Dialogue asks participants to examine open their minds by examining the biases they may not know they held. 

 Why should people come together to dialogue about divisive issues?  Hopefully, to ease tensions in the 

community the participants and moderators are drawn from.  The group is based on methods developed by Dr. Harold 

Saunders roughly 40 years ago to ease tensions in the Arab-Israeli peace agreements.  The idea is to forge personal 

connections that break down stereotypes and examine assumptions in order to realistically understand the facets of 

particularly difficult issues.  Topics such as sexual assault, race and affirmative action, immigration, and disability 

awareness are examples of the topics that may come up in dialogue groups.

Capoeira 

 Capoeira is a Brazilian form of martial art that combines fighting 

and dance into a lyric body composition. Developed by slaves in Brazil, 

Capoeira became a way to hide fighting knowledge in a legally accepted 

way; in the time when slavery was widespread in Brazil, it was illegal for 

slaves to practice any kind of fighting.  Capoeira allowed slaves to pass on 

and gain fighting skills in disguise as the graceful movements in the roda were often misconstrued by slave masters as 

dance. 

 However, it is more than martial arts, Capoeira has become a symbol of Brazilian culture in and out of the 

country.  The songs are all sung in Brazilian Portuguese with whatever native influences they retain.  In many cases, the 

songs either relay some kind of traditional myth with its own individual dance.  The specifics of the martial art itself get 

more detailed and are highly ingrained in Brazilian culture.
