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Mixed paper

Includes all paper – white, colored, coated, brochures and pamphlets, letterhead, direct mail items, advertising, envelopes (even with plastic windows), folders (manila, coated or colored), manuals with glued bindings, paper from legal pads, steno pads, notepads, posters, receipts, scratch paper, message paper, memo pads, sticky notes, soft covered and paperback books, hardback books with the covers removed, newspapers with inserts, magazines, catalogs, phone books, chipboard boxes (cereal, frozen food, other food) and small amounts of corrugated cardboard.

Plastic

Includes All plastics with numbers 1 – 7 printed on them – food containers, shampoo bottles, milk jugs, detergent bottles, bleach jugs, butter containers, juice jugs, yogurt containers, PET containers, high density polyethylene bottles with seams across the bottom.

items not accepted include: oil bottles, laundry baskets, Styrofoam or plastic bags.

All cans must be rinsed
